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Every 10 years, the U.S. Census Bureau conducts
a census to determine the number of people

living in the United States.

What Will The Census Ask?

The Census asks for less personal
information than most social media
profiles. ltems like name, gender, age,
birthday, race/ethnicity, relationship

to head-of-household, owner or renter
and phone number are asked. The
Census will not ask about citizenship or
immigration status.

Who Gets Counted?

Census forms are filled out by
household. Everyone living at the
address matters and everyone needs
to be counted, including children.
